Grade 9 ELA-10F Reading Log
Every time you use your reading log after reading for 20-30 minutes you need to:

1) Write down the title and author of your book

2) Write down your starting page number and ending page number

3) Complete one of the following tasks below.
A) Summary Master
Prepare a brief summary of what you read. You should:

· Write a summary that is at least three sentences long.

· Did the reading remind you of anything? Explain. Write at least three sentences for this.

B) Word Scavenger
The words a writer chooses are significant in her craft. Your job is to find key words.

You need to pick out three words from the text and: 

· List what page it is on in the book.

· Give a definition of the word.

· Give a synonym or antonym of the word.

· Explain why the word is important to what you read.

C) Artist
Good readers make pictures in their minds as they read. This is a chance to share some of your own images and visions. You are to draw an image related to the reading you have just done. This can be an image of something that happened, something the reading reminded you of, or something you felt when you were reading.

· Your drawing should take up at least half a page.

· When you have finished, you need to write three sentences explaining your drawing.

D) Detective
Your job is to make a prediction about what you think will happen next in the book. Use your inference skills to make a prediction based on what you have already read. You need to:

· Write a prediction using evidence from the text in at least three sentences.

· Come back to this entry later and discuss if you were correct or wrong.
E) Quotation Guru
Your job is to locate a special section, passage, or specific quotation that you found meaningful in the text. For your chosen quote you need to:
· Write out the quotation
· Explain why you picked the quotation (i.e. why you like it or find it interesting)
· How the quote relates to the plot of the book
*You should have 5 logs in total by the end of the semester. This is worth 5% of your mark.*
