Grade 11 - Reading Log
Your Duties:
-You will need to choose something to read every week. This can be a novel, comic, article, poem, etc.

-Every time you read, you are to pick one of the roles below and complete its given task. 

-You should complete at least one of each role. 

-You should complete one of these tasks for every chapter OR for every 10-15 pages of the book. Use your own discretion for this, but you need to have at least 5 entries to complete your log. It is okay if you complete more than 5 logs.
-ALWAYS list what you are reading and how many pages you read before you complete a role/task.
Roles/Tasks:
1. Summarizer 
Your job is to prepare a brief summary of what you read. Your task includes: 

-Writing a summary that is at least five sentences long.

-Did today’s reading remind you of anything? Explain. Write at least three sentences for this.
2. Connector
Your job is to find connections between the book and you, and between the book and the wider world. 

-You need to connect what you read with three of the following:

-Your own past experiences

-Happenings at school or in the community

-Stories in the news

-Similar events at other times and places

-Other people or problems that you are reminded of

-Between this book and other texts (i.e. stories, poems, articles, movies, songs, etc.)

-Please write at least three sentences for each connection that you make.

3. Word Wizard
The words a writer chooses are an important ingredient of the author’s craft. Your job is to be on the lookout for key words.

-You need to pick out three words and do the following for each word:


-List the page it is on in the book


-Give a definition


-Explain why the word is important to what you read.

4. Literary Luminary
Your job is to locate a few special sections or quotations in the text.

-You need to pick out three quotations from what you read. For each quotation you need to:


-Write out the quotation


-List the page it is on in the book


-Explain why you picked the quotation (i.e. why do you like it or find it interesting?)


-Explain how the quotation relates to the overall story of the book.


-Explain why you would want to share the quotation with someone as a way to make them interested in reading the book.
5. Illustrator
Good readers make pictures in their minds as they read. This is a chance to share some of your own images and visions. Draw some kind of picture related to the reading you have just done. You can draw a picture of something that happened in your book, or something that the reading reminded you of, or a picture that conveys any idea or feeling you got from the reading. 

-Your drawing needs to take up an entire page.
-When you are finished, you need to write 3-4 sentences explaining your drawing (i.e. What is showing from the book? How does it relate to the book? Etc.)
6. Researcher
Your job is to dig up some background information on any relevant topic related to your book. This might include:
-The geography, weather, culture, or history of the book’s setting

-Important information about the author and other related works

-Information about the time period of the book

-Information on any themes or events represented in the book

-Information about any character that is based on a historical person

-You need to pick one of the above and write at least five sentences about it. For research you can use other books, the internet, or your phone. 

-You must say where you got your information from (i.e. name of website/book)

-You must put the information in your own words.

-You also have to write at least two sentences explaining whether or not the information that you found enhances your understanding of the book.

7. Synthesizer
Your job is to make three predictions about what you think will happen next in the book. These predictions should be based on what you have already read. You need to:


-Explain whether or not your predictions were correct after you finished reading for the class. Support your answer with reference to the text. You should write at least two sentences for each prediction for this answer.

You also need to answer this question:


-What else do you think could have happened in what you read? Why?
